Joshua and Israel (24:11-13)?

3. What attitude was Israel to have toward the Lord (24:14)?

4. What choice was Israel to make and when were they to make it (24:15)? 

5. How did Israel respond to Joshua’s farewell address, what reason did they give for their response, and what promise did they make (24:16-18)?

6. How is the God of Israel described (24:19-20)?

7. What did Joshua do to confirm Israel’s promise (24:21-28)?

8. How old was Joshua when he died and where was he buried (24:29-30)?

9. What did Israel do after Joshua died (24:31)?

10. What was done with the bones of Joseph (24:32)?

11. Which son of Aaron died and where was he buried (24:33)?

· Digging Deeper

1. What are the similarities between the covenant renewal of Moses in Moab (Deut. 29-31) and the covenant renewal of Joshua in Shechem (Josh. 24)?

2. What do we know about Abraham and his family that makes Abraham’s call and departure significant (24:2)?
3. Where are the following events recorded in the OT: call of Abraham (24:2-3), Isaac and Jacob (24:4), Moses leads Israel (24:5-7), fighting on the east side of the Jordan (24:8), Balaam’s attempt to curse Israel (24:9-10), and crossing the Jordan and conquering Canaan (24:11-13)?
4. What does “the hornet” refer to and where in the OT had Israel been told about this (24:12)?

5. What experience did Israel already have with a God who was holy and zealous toward sin (24:19-20)?

6. Where is the tabernacle (sanctuary) located at this time and where had it been located earlier in the book of Joshua (24:25-26)? Are there any other significant events that take place here?
7. Where in the OT had Joseph made mention of his bones and what was to be done with them (24:32)?

· Applications for Today

1. We should be moved to faithful obedience to the Lord when we consider all he has done for us (24:1-13).

2. Both sincerity and truth are needed in service to God (24:14; Jn. 4:24; 1 Cor. 5:8). Christians should put away idols (24:14,16,20; 1 Cor. 10:14; 1 Jn. 5:21).

3. Life is full of choices. You choose your life’s destiny, so choose carefully. Choose the Lord “this day”! Do not procrastinate (24:15).

4. True leaders set the right example for others and practice first what they preach (24:15).

5. We cannot serve God and false gods at the same time and be right with God (24:19;             Mt. 6:24).
6. God will not forgive willful sin because he is holy and jealous (24:19-20; Heb. 10:30-31).
7. Incline your heart to the Lord (24:23; Psa. 119:36).

8. We all, like Joshua, should be leaders and a “servant of the Lord” (24:29; Col. 3:24).

9. Burials are common-place. Are you ready to die and meet the Lord (24:29-33; Jn. 5:28-29; Heb. 9:27)?
