· Applications for Today

1. The spiritual inheritance given to all faithful Christians is a place in God’s family and heaven (13:13; Acts 20:32; Rom. 8:17; Col. 3:24; 1 Pet. 1:4).
2. The Lord provides for his spiritual priesthood (13:14,33; 14:4; 1 Pet. 2:5-10).
3. God makes clear his will to all and Godly leaders are first led by God (14:1-2; Mt. 17:5;    Heb. 1:1-2).
4. The Lord is not slack concerning his promises (14:5; 2 Pet. 3:9).

5. Men who follow the Lord together build close and firm relationships (14:6; 2 Tim. 4:9-21).

6. Blessed is the man who obeys God at all times (14:6-12; Psa. 1:1-3).
7. The only way to follow the Lord is to wholly follow the Lord (14:8-9,14; Rom. 12:11;               1 Cor. 15:58).
