thee this day (1 Samuel 28:18) 

 

because they obeyed not the voice 

of Jehovah their God, but trans-

gressed his covenant, even all that 

Moses the servant of Jehovah com-

manded, and would not hear it, nor 

do it (2 Kings 18:12)

Yet they obeyed not, nor inclined their 

ear, but walked every one in the stub-

bornness of their evil heart: therefore I 

brought upon them all the words of this 

covenant, which I commanded them to 

do, but they did them not        

(Jeremiah 11:8) 

 

if they do that which is evil in my sight, 

that they obey not my voice, then I will 

repent of the good, wherewith I said I 

would benefit them (Jeremiah 18:10) 

 

and Jehovah hath brought it, and done 

according as he spake: because ye have 

sinned against Jehovah, and have not 

obeyed his voice, therefore this thing is 

come upon you (Jeremiah 40:3) 

 

Yea, all Israel have transgressed thy law, 

even turning aside, that they 

should not obey thy voice: therefore 

hath the curse been poured out upon 

us, and the oath that is written in the 

law of Moses the servant of God; for we 

have sinned against him (Daniel 9:11)

not correction; she trusted not in Jeho-

vah; she drew not near to her God 

(Zephaniah 3:2)
