e Just before Stephen died he was
engaged in righteous preaching
(Acts 7).

Just Before He Died

We all need to remember two
basic principles of life and we need to
remember them before it is too late.
First, life has a limit. We all will die
one day if Jesus does not come in the
meantime (Genesis 5; Psalm 90; He-
brews 9:27). Second, life is like a va-
por. We all have a life that is relative-
ly short and uncertain (James 4:14).

Friend, what will you be doing just
before you die? Have you ever
thought about what you will be doing
just before you die? Will you be sit-
ting in a chair or laying in a bed? Will
you be driving a car or watching TV?
Will you be at work or at home!?
What will you be doing?

Let me tell you what my grandfa-
ther was doing just before he died. He
had gone out to the garage to get the
car and pull it up to the house to go
to the church service on a Sunday
morning. He got in the car and imme-
diately had a heart attack while sitting
in the car. He never pulled the car up
to the house. Just before my grandfa-
ther died, he was getting reading to
go and worship the Lord. Now that’s
a good way to leave this life!

Let’s now take a look in the Bible
and consider some people and what
they were doing just before they died.
These examples remind us to consid-
er seriously our life and its relation-
ship to the Lord before we die.

Elah and Zimri were doing something

just before they died (I Kings 16). They
were engaged in rival conspiracy.

o Belshazzer was doing something
just before he died (Daniel 5). He,
and other Babylonians, were engaged
in unprepared partying.
