(29:5; 1 Tim. 3:7).

. Disappointments in life can actually be a “God-send” to cause us to better things

(29:6-11; Eccl. 3:1-11).

. In times of great grief and trouble, strengthen yourself in the Lord (30:6; Psa. 18:1-2;

27:14; Jer. 15:11).



8. Ask the Lord for help in prayer when you are facing difficult choices and decisions in
life (30:8; Phil. 4:6).

9. Encourage everyone to value life, defend life, and preserve life; not end life (31:4;
1 Chron. 10: 4; Gen. 45:5; Eccl. 7:12).
