1. Where is Shittim located (2:1)? When did the children of Israel arrive at Shittim and what were some of the events that took place there prior to this story?

2. What kind of city was Jericho and where was it located (2:1)?

3. What NT scriptures speak about Rahab and what do we learn about her from these passages (2:1)?

4. Was it right for Rahab to lie under these circumstances (2:4)? How can Rahab be described as a woman of faith (Heb. 11:31 and James 2:25) when she was a harlot and a liar?
5. Why did Rahab have flax on her roof (2:6)?

6. Where in the OT had the Lord promised the Israelites that the people of the land would fear them (2:9,24)?

7. What OT scriptures speak about the events mentioned in Joshua 2:10?

8. How did the report of the two spies (2:24) differ from the report of the ten spies in        Numbers 13?
