· Applications for Today

1. Christians are to be “circumcised” in heart (5:2; Rom. 2:29; Phil. 3:3; Col. 2:11). There is no excuse for disobedience (5:2; Eph. 5:6; Col. 3:6; Heb. 2:2; 4:6,11).
2. Christians have Jesus as their “Passover” feast (5:10; 1 Cor. 5:7).

3. God gives us our daily bread (5:11-12; Mt. 6:11).

4. May we all fall down and worship when we are in the presence of God (5:14; Mt. 2:11;        Lk. 5:8; Rev. 4:10; 5:8,14; 19:14).
5. The Lord will help us fight our battles (5:14; Eph. 6:10ff).

6. We must remember we stand before a holy God (5:15; Rev. 4:8).

7. We are saved today by God’s gift (grace) and our faith (6:1-3,16; Eph. 2:8-9). We must have the same faith today that caused the walls of Jericho to fall (6:3-21; Heb. 11:30).

8. God’s ways are not man’s ways (6:3-21; Isa. 55:8-9).

9. The first fruits belong to the Lord (6:18; Rom. 8:23; 16:5).

10. Some people will be saved and some will be destroyed in the judgment of the Lord (6:22-25; Mt. 25:46).
11. God-fearing men are honest and keep their word (6:22; Jas. 5:12).

12. The Lord’s promises will come true regardless of the long passing of time (6:26;                    2 Peter 3:3-10).

13. The Lord will be with and bless all those who do his will (6:27; Mt. 28:20; Rom. 15:33).
