5. Who did the men of the city want from the old man and who did he offer them instead   (19:22-26)?

6. What did the Levite find concerning his concubine and what did he do to her (19:27-30)?
7. What was told the children of Israel and what did they plan to do about it (20:1-11)?

8. How did the men of Benjamin respond concerning the immorality of Gibeah (20:12-16)?

9. What happened on the first day (20:17-23), the second day (20:24-28), and the third day (20:29-48) of battle with the Benjamites?

10. What two oaths had the men of Israel sworn (21:1-7)?

11. What women were given to the men of Benjamin from Jabesh-gilead (21:8-15)?

12. What women were given to the men of Benjamin from Shiloh (21:16-24)?

13. What statement is made at the end of the book that tells about the moral climate of the day (21:25)?

· Digging Deeper

1. Was a king necessary at this time for the people to know right (19:1; 21:25)? Did Israel have a king?

2. Where are the cities of Jebus (Jerusalem) and Gibeah located (19:11-12)?
3. What other OT story is similar to the immorality found in Judges 19:22-26?

4. Where in the OT is the death penalty recorded for sexual immorality (20:13)?

5. What do we learn from Judges 20:26-28 that would help determine when this story takes place (compare Num. 25:11; Josh. 22:13)?

6. What was one way to ask counsel of the Lord at this time (20:27; compare Num. 27:21)?

7. What strategy was used by the men of Israel (Judges 20:36-41) that was also used by Joshua in Joshua 8?

8. Where is the rock of Rimmon located (20:47)?

9. Which Jewish feasts were held yearly at the tabernacle (21:19)?

· Applications for Today

1. Hospitality is always commendable (19:21; Heb. 13:2; 1 Pet. 4:9).

2. Sexual immorality is “lewdness” and “folly” and sin (19:23-24; 20:6,10; 1 Cor. 6:18).

3. We must consider the severity of immorality around us, take counsel of God concerning how to deal with it, and speak out against it (19:30; 1 Cor. 13:6; 16:13).

4. The men of Israel knew that sin is a reproach to any nation (Prov. 14:34), and they stood united against sin as we should today (Judg. 20:1,11; 1 Cor. 5:1-13).

5. Lack of unity against wrong-doing leads to needless infighting among brethren (20:13-14; Gal. 5:13-15).

6. It is good to ask counsel of God before making important decisions and plans (20:18,23,27;    1 Peter 5:7). The Lord orders the battle (Eph. 6:10ff).
7. Right will triumph at the end of the battle (20:48; Rev. 19-22).

8. Let us not forsake the assembly before the Lord (21:5; Heb. 10:25).

9. Let us not make oaths that we will later question (21:7; Jas. 5:12).

10. There will be a division when sin is practiced and tolerated among God’s people and when infighting exists among God’s people (21:15; Gal. 5:13-21).

11. “Everyman did that which was right in his own eyes” is a subjective and human moral standard that is relative and ever-changing. God’s word is an objective and divine moral standard that is fixed and for all time (21:25; 2 Tim. 1:13; 2:2; 3:16-17; 1 Pet. 2:25; Jude 3).

12. When everyone does what is right in his own eyes it will lead to terrible times. We must learn this lesson! We must heed this warning (21:25; 2 Tim. 3:1-5)!
