· Applications for Today

1. The Lord does not break his covenants with his people (2:1; 2 Tim. 2:13).

2. The Lord’s people must not make covenants with the people of the world (2:2; Jas. 4:4).

3. There is no good reason to disobey the Lord (2:2; Tit. 1:16).

4. The evil influences of the world are like a snare to God’s people (2:3; 2 Tim. 2:4; 2 Pet. 2:20).

5. Sin and its punishment bring sorrow (2:4; 2 Cor. 2:5,7; 7:10; 1 Tim. 6:10).

6. It is important to have strong leadership over God’s people (2:6-9; Heb. 13:7,17).

7. The Lord has done great works for his people (2:7,10; Eph. 1:3ff).

8. It is important to teach future generations about the Lord (2:10; Eph. 6:4; 2 Tim. 2:2).

9. The Lord’s people must guard against idolatry or anything and anyone that would take the place of God (2:11-13; 1 Jn. 5:21).

10. The hand of the Lord is against his people when they disobey and the anger of the Lord is against his people when they disobey (2:14,20; Heb. 10:30-31; 12:29).

11. The Lord is full of mercy (2:18; Eph. 2:4-8; Tit. 3:5).

12. Some people will enter right back into sin when times are good (2:16-19; 2 Pet. 2:14).
