Comprehension -- Can the student explain the information presented in the lesson?


Application -- Can the student apply (change) the information presented in the lesson to personal situations or needs.


Analysis -- Can the student distinguish between the different parts of the information presented in the lesson and state the relationship of each part?


Synthesis -- Can the student combine the different parts of the information presented in the lesson to make one orderly whole out of the lesson parts?


Evaluation -- Can the student make judgments about the information presented in the lesson.


Teacher Evaluation (outside of class).


Preparation -- How well did I know my lesson? (Law 1)


Presentation -- How well did I present my lesson -- my interest, my language, my order, my guidance, my review? (Laws 2 -7)
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
